HOwW TO REGISTER

1. BOOKING YOUR ACCOMMODATION

Participants are encouraged to stay at the venue — this provides opportunities for group connection
that are invaluable for learning and creativity. Places are limited. Book directly with the hotel
(www.velcamare.it) stating that you are a Euterpe participant and specifying if you prefer a single or
a sharing twin room. For details and costs, see the Euterpe 2018 Prospectus.

Please arrive on Wednesday 2 May by 7pm and depart on Monday 7 May after breakfast. Any
exceptions to this should be agreed in advance with the school director, Barnaby Brown. Euterpe
2018 opens with a welcome meal on Wednesday 2 May, 8pm. Classes begin on Thursday 3 May, 9am.
The concert involving all participants is on Sunday evening, 6 May, after which there will be a closing
dinner and informal ceilidh. Most goodbyes will be after breakfast on Monday 7 May.

2. PLANNING YOUR TRAVEL

The nearest airports are Rome Fiumicino (Leonardo Da Vinci) and Rome Ciampino. From landing,
typical travel time to the Velcamare is about 3 hours from Fiumicino, or 4 hours from Ciampino. The
nearest railway station is Tarquinia.

At Fiumicino, buy a return train ticket to Tarquinia using the automatic machines. You must change
trains at Roma Trastevere. Do not take the Leonardo Express to Termini (longer and more expensive).

At Ciampino, buy a return bus ticket to Termini. Choose the bus company after establishing which
has the next departure, otherwise you could be waiting for over an hour. At Termini, buy a return

train ticket to Tarquinia (the automatic machines are multi-lingual). Allow 15 minutes to walk from
the ticket machines to the platform: platforms 25-29 are a long way from the main concourse (on
maps, they are the “Station for lines of Lazio”, southeast of the concourse).

Once on the train, ring or text us with your arrival time and we will give instructions on what to do at
Tarquinia station. There are regular buses to the Velcamare (Tarquinia Lido) if we can’t meet you in
person.
